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WHAT CULTURE WAR II?

In three predominantly Muslim states in northern Nigeria rumors that a campaign to vaccinate Nigerians against polio is really a plot by the U.S. to spread AIDS and render Muslims infertile is threatening worldwide efforts to eradicate polio. As a result of the roadblocks thrown up by the Muslim communities 15 million African children are at immediate risk and a dozen children in four other West African nations have fallen victim to polio which has all but been eradicated in the Western world. Where are the Muslim leaders who should be enlightening their people on this issue?

Nah, there’s no culture war.

Here are excerpts from a sermon delivered at the holy mosque in Mecca and carried on the official station of the Saudi Government. The Imam says: “Islam forbids killing non-Muslims, terrorizing innocent people, or plundering their property.” Sounds good coming from the nation that the world’s leading supporter of al Qaeda. But then, he goes on to preach: “O God…humiliate infidelity, destroy the enemies of our nation and religion, and support our mujahidin brothers everywhere. O God help them score victory over the unjust Jews and aggressive Zionists in Palestine. O God destroy the Jews and their supporters. O God destroy them…and make them prey for Muslims.” This from the “moderate, peaceful” nation of Saudi Arabia, the ally of America.

Nah, there’s no culture war.

From the proposed Palestinian State, Dr. Hassan Khader, a Muslim “academic” and founder of an Arabic encyclopedia quotes a hadith (Islamic tradition attributed to Mohammed) as follows: “Mohammed said in his hadith, “The Hour (Day of Resurrection) will not arrive until you fight the Jews, (until a Jew will hide behind a rock or a tree) and the rock and the tree will say: Oh Muslim, servant of Allah, there is a Jew behind me, come and kill him!”

And from Yemen, where American State Department and Defense Department officials sent the U.S.S. Cole to refuel in order to provide income for the Yemeni Government, the concluding words of a sermon preached at the Grand Mosque in Sana. The imam prays: “O God help your mujahidin brothers score victory. O God, destroy the enemies of Islam, Zionists and Americans. O God, shake the ground under them, instill panic into their hearts, and freeze the blood in their veins. O God, destroy them.”

These are not the cries of the 7th Century barbarians who poured out of the Arabian peninsula to subjugate, by spear and sword, a large part of the world. These are the rantings of the 21st Century barbarians who are trying to conquer the rest of the world by bomb and terror.

Nah, there’s no culture war.

I REPEAT MYSELF, BUT…
so does history, as well as the events of our day. Therefore, I must repeat my message until its truth and advice stirs my readers and the majority of Americans into action. Let me reemphasize that democracy, the rule of law, the Judeo-Christian ethic, Western Civilization and even premature universalism do not mandate that nations or individuals commit suicide. When attacked, we are required to respond with all of the force at our command. These are responses that the United States has not used in the face of dozens of assaults upon its citizens and property. Neither has Israel responded in kind. Nor have the Jewish people.

Islam is at war with the West and they will continue their attacks because they believe they can defeat us. The Muslims delivered dozens of blows to the United States and its citizens that we ignored before delivering the blows of 9/11—blows we could not ignore. Our response was two quick military “victories” in Afghanistan and Iraq. The result of these "victories” is that we are bogged down in both countries. And the prospects are that we will remain in both places for a long, long time. The “towel heads” have trapped the “technologists” with the “tar baby ploy.”

We need a different approach to contain the Islamic terrorists/fundamentalists/ religious fanatics. Forget about bringing freedom and democracy to the Muslims. If they want freedom and democracy they will have to well up from among them. Pull out our troops from everywhere except the oil fields, pipelines and oil shipping ports—these will be ours until both Gulf Wars are paid for. Then, maybe, just maybe, we will hand the facilities back to them.

But we have to show the Muslims that we’re serious about stopping their advance against the West. One way is to hit them in a sensitive area. Whenever and wherever the Muslims perpetrate an atrocity—whether it’s mutilating American soldiers, bombing a bus or a synagogue or an embassy, or attacking a theater, the bombing of a mosque or two would be an appropriate reminder that their actions are unacceptable. The target mosques could be anyplace—Saudi Arabia, Egypt, France, the U.S., Israel or India, for example.  Mosque bombing could be combined with military “quick reaction” attacks—in and out.

Such on-going responses to terrorism would prove the determination of the West to repulse the tide of Islam, as well as to remind the Muslims that they are not immune to retribution anyplace in the world.

THE ONLY LAND WHERE TREASON IS IGNORED OR APPLAUDED
It’s Israel, of course, the land of twisted leaders and a great many sick citizens. Where else would people who are not members of the government or officials who are not responsible for foreign affairs would be permitted to negotiate “treaties” with an enemy of their state. Or even to whip up foreign nations into a frenzy of antagonism to the policies of their state. Even a low-life like Jesse Jackson asked the President’s permission before he went to unfriendly countries to rescue American prisoners.

Yossi Beilin and other members of the gang that were responsible for one of the greatest disasters in Israeli history—the Oslo Accords-- have been negotiating with Palestinian Arabs to produce another disaster for Israel. In addition he has arranged for anti-Israel, pro-Arab European countries to underwrite the proposed “Geneva Plan.” The Europeans could likely be using money robbed from Jews during the Holocaust to pay for the propaganda blitz.

Why Beilin and his gang of traitors are not rounded up and indicted is beyond the comprehension of anyone living in a sane society. It is a sign that Sharon and the Israeli leadership are not committed to a strong Israel that can protect its people against Arab terrorism.
