Not a week goes by that the Times is without a Holocaust-related news story, article or book review.

One might surmise that the publisher and editors of the Times have learned the lesson about the significance that the treatment of the Jews presages the practices against many other nations. Unfortunately, this is not the case. The “all the news” gang on 43rd Street detects no special significance to the widespread murder and abuse of Jews in Israel, Europe and elsewhere. So it gets the same coverage—or less—than a municipal scandal in Providence or a police brutality case in California or a forest fire in Quebec.

The motivating factor in the current coverage of another potential Holocaust still appears to be “don’t make waves.” “There will be plenty of time to talk about it when it’s “history”, but let’s not call undue attention to Jewish problems and upset the rest of the world,” continues to be the operative philosophy at the Times, in most of the media and among many Jewish leaders. Of course, “history” is just a foggy bit of esoterica that’s meaningless and can’t upset anyone. That’s right up the Times’ alley.

A new book reveals that many “part Jews” served in the Nazi German Army during World War II, from the General Staff down through the fighting ranks. I wonder if they were as responsible for as many Jewish deaths as those Jews—in Europe and the United States--who were infected with the German-Jewish philosophy of “don’t make waves?”
EXPELLING ARAB-RAT IS ANOTHER FAKE “SECURITY” FENCE
