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INCHING TOWARD THE BIG BAD TRUTH

One of the leading American authorities on Islam is slowly, but surely, getting to see 

the light about the role of terror in the Islamic world. A while ago, he was making the distinction without a difference between Islam, the personal religion and Islamicism, 

the political outgrowth of the religion.. More recently, in an op-ed piece, he wrote that 

the enemy is militant Islam. By his reckoning these militant believers make up some 

10% - 15% of the billion or so Moslems. That gives us infidels a target of up to 

150 million militant fanatics to aim at. 

I believe that he has his figures juxtaposed. In my estimation, base on the history of Islam, as well as the situation in Islamic or heavily Islamic countries, 10-15% of the population represents the “live-and-let-live” and “I don’t want to get involved” groups. 

The vast remainder comprises the militants and “militants-in-waiting”

Forget About Peaceful
Historically, Islam has been a religion of militancy and aggression. The only time its followers have been quiescent is when a real or potential overwhelming force has been arrayed against them. Other interregnum periods have been when Muslims were waiting—according to Koranic dictum—for their adversaries to weaken so that they could be attacked successfully.

Let’s look at today’s picture of the Islamic world. If Egypt, Saudi Arabia, Jordan,

Syria-Lebanon, Pakistan, Algeria, Indonesia and perhaps, even some of the Gulf States were not under strong military control, they would be militant Islamic states. After 

being exposed to radical Islamic exhortation from mosque, media and government, 

their people are primed. There probably are other likely candidates—including groups

in the U. S. and Latin America-- that I have overlooked.

Ottomans More Benign Than Arabs
Our expert holds up Turkey as an example of a non-militant  Islamic nation that is friendly to the west and features a strong secular culture. Turkey is an interesting phenomenon in the Islamic world but perhaps not so vastly different than other Moslem states. The Ottomans, through their history have been more benign than Arabs to conquered nations and “infidels”. Under a long line of pragmatic sultans, they formed alliances with Christian states and welcomed Jews whenever it would benefit their 

nation. Despite their long history of “tolerance”, we don’t really know how the majority

of the Turkish people would act if their powerful military was not in control. Turkey 

may very well be another example of the 15% controlling the 85%.

As a starter, I would go along with the expert’s approach of attacking his “15% militant population on all fronts—militarily, economically, diplomatically and intellectually.

Then—and here is where the expert and I part ways—methods must be developed 

by the West to quarantine the vast Moslem hordes in their own lands, because Islam

is today—and has been since day one-- an infectious disease. This may not be politically correct, but it is historically correct.
