DIOGENES’ “50-YARD RULE”

It has taken the American military the experience of sham white flags, fighters dressed as civilians, soldiers masquerading as women and suicide bombings to, perhaps, rethink its insane benign policies toward the population of Iraq. Perhaps, the Defense Department
